Personal Collage
“Our” Story Assignment

Purpose:  
This assignment is designed to introduce you to the concept of history from a personal perspective (aka “our” story).  You will also use this collage to work on the key concepts of bias, interpretation, point of view, and primary and secondary sources.

Process:

Please produce a collage that highlights major things about you and the things you like.  In essence you are creating a pictorial history of who you are.  Make sure to highlight your biggest strengths you have as an individual as well as anything else that is essential to you.  
Requirements:
1. Only school appropriate images

2. NO pictures of your face.  We will be attempting to interpret these in class and don’t want your face to give it away.

3. Place your name on the BACK only.

4. 15 images minimum for your collage (you can do more).

Grade:

15 for creation of the collage… It should have at least 15 items


5 points for your interpretation of other collages/artifacts.

Due Date:  Due Monday at the end of class. 

(Thursday assign project) 
(Friday-Sunday collect images)
(Monday- glue images, write-up)

Post Collage: 
Write on the board: perspective, bias
Sit in a circle, each student is given a poster that is not theirs.  They interpret it without knowing who did it, writing an explanation of what they think it means (at least one paragraph).  After they are finished, the author will actually present theirs so we know what infers were off.  This serves to show bias, perspective.
