

As part of the island project you will be creating and presenting a poster that highlights the island that you have created.

Poster Requirements: 
· Include a clear BOLD title that shows us the name of your island and your name.

· Draw a map of your island that shows both the political and physical features.  Include a key, compass rose, lines of lat/long, and the scale you used on all of your maps. 

· Include facts and stats found on your island profile sheet.

· Include symbols and items that you have created to represent your island.

· Include a brief timeline of events on the island.
· Include lots of pictures/ images /drawings that highlight the things you could do on your island.  

· MAKE it colorful, neat, and label everything!

· DO NOT GLUE OR TYPE ANY ITEMS FROM YOUR ISLAND PACKET ONTO YOUR POSTER!!!
Presentation Requirements:

· Three to five minutes in length.
· Make sure to PRACTICE ahead of time and use note cards to help you.

· Make sure to speak loudly and with some enthusiasm.

· Make sure to make eye contact with your audience.  DO NOT talk to the poster or your note cards… talk to us! (
· Make sure to point to images on your poster during the presentation.  

· You may also show a few of your maps/items from the island packet BUT DO NOT just read from the pages.  
· Have a strong introduction and conclusion for your presentation
· Be creative!  Tell us about your island, how it came to be, and cool sites to visit,  maybe a few laws, and any other interesting factors that highlight your creation! (
NOTE: You will turn in your island packet/portfolio after you present your island to the class.  Your entire island packet/portfolio must be in the correct order and organized or you will lose points.  Only include the required items in your packet/portfolio when you turn your project in.
